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School Day

Special Educational Needs and Disabilities (SEND)

At Our Lady Star of the Sea we value that fact that all of our children are unique and different
with a range of different strengths and talents. We recognise that some children need additional
support to be able to access the curriculum. We adapt teaching activities to help those children
who experience learning difficulties, whilst working closely, where necessary, with outside
agencies such as:

Speech and Language Service
Occupational Therapy
Educational Psychology
Emotional wellbeing and effective learning team (EWEL)

We pride ourselves on working together closely with families and children to work quickly and
get the best plan possible in place should your child need additional support. 

If your child, at some point throughout the school journey, needs this additional support please
don’t worry, sometimes this is just intervention or support for a short time and can be tailored
to your child’s individual needs. Our SENCO (Special Educational Needs Co- Ordinator), Mrs
Taylor is always there to provide support.
